PFADFINDER

Orienteering Course
1. SET UP

2. Plot out a 9-point orienteering course and record the bearings and distance on the Master Sheet and on the ScoreCard.

3. Attach the assigned letters (tape, stickers, paint, etc.) to your control makers on the course.

4. Detach and photocopy the ScoreCard.  
1. RUNNING THE COURSE

2. This is run as any other orienteering course, except that at each control marker, the participants must look for a letter.

3. Record the letter in the space next to the marker number on the score card.

4. At the end of the course, place the letters in the appropriate boxes to spell the hidden word.

5. The Hidden Word: Pfadfinder, (fod-fin-dare), a German word meaning Pathfinder, their word for Boy Scout.
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
